Manually stops engine and activates the configured output modules.

Clears all past faulted points and resets all input and output timers
to their preset values.

Disables output modules, allows testing of input sensors, and
resets the test timer to its preset value.

Cancels all timers including test timer.

Displays the status of any input channel and its label.

Displays CAPACITY CONTROL screen.

Press NEXT again from HOME screen for RPM SETPOINT CONTROL.
From VIEW screen, displays the next process information screen.
From MENU screens, displays the value to be edited.

Displays the process screens and BAR graphs.

Used to accept a selection and save a new value in memory.

Exit and view channels, information or menu screens at any time.

Return to previous screen without changing programmed values.
Used to “unlock” controller for changes.

Displays hourmeter and service meter messages. When in this
screen use up arrow key to scroll to next hourmeter.

Press prior to pressing RESET for time and date of first fault infor-
mation. Pressing RESET before pressing F2 will erase first fault
information.
